Vice Chancellor, King George's Medical University, Lucknow acting through Dr. RAVI KANT,
(hereinafter referred to as “KGMU") and Dr. SHALLY AWASTHI, Principal Investigator, (hereinafter
referred to as "SA") (which expression unless excluded by or repugnant to the subject shall mean
and include its successor-in-office and assigns) of ONE PART,;

and
Dr. Sasmita Samanta,Head of the Institute, Kalinga Institute of Medical Sciences Patia,
Bhubaneshwar and Dr. Sonali Kar, Department of Community Medicine of Kalinga Institute of

Medical Sciences (hereinafter referred to as "KIMS” which expression shall where the context_so
admits, includes its successors and permitted assigns) governed under the laws of India and having

its registered office at Campus-5, Patia, Bhubaneswar-24 of the OTHER PART.

Whereas, KGMU through SA and KIMS through Dr. Sonali Kar intend to enter into sub-award
pertaining to research PROJECT entitled “The prevalence study of specific micronutrient

deficiencies in school going children aged between 6-16 years in ten cities of India-
(hereinafter referred to as “PROJECT" whose Principal Investigator is SA (“PURPOSE").

Whereas, both parties viz. KGMU and KIMS are agreeable to enter into a MoA for collaborating with
one another in this PROJECT and using their respective expertise, knowledge and resources for
implementation of PROJECT in their respective site.

This Memorandum of Agreement (MoA) defines the role and responsibilities of the participating
agencies, monitoring and other matters related to the PROJECT.

ARTICLE 1: ROLE OF KGMU, LUCKNOW _
To provide funds to the extent of Rs.1077000 (amount) over a duration of one year from the date

of signing of this MoA for undertaking activities detailed in Annexure 1. Details of funds to be
orovided are given in Annexure 2. Funds will be in 3 installments upon receiving deliverables as per

payment schedule in Annexure 4.

ARTICLE 2: ROLE OF KIMS, Bhubaneswar
2.1 To be responsible for accomplishing objectives identified and activities listed in Annexure 1. -
2.2 To begin the study ONLY after all necessary Ethical approvals are obtained.

2.3 To conduct the study in accordance with the current PROJECT proposal. Any deviation from or
changes to the PROJECT should not be done without approval by the Principal Investigator ana
orior review and documented approval / favorable opinion from the Ethics Committee, except
where necessary to eliminate an immediate hazard(s) to the subjects. But even in such



contingency post factor approval /frecommendation of the Ethics Committee needs to be
obtained, at the risk of the Pl of the site.

2.4 To inform all subjects about the study purpose. procedures, risks, benefit, complications,
confidentiality, rights of the participants and alternatives to participation in the study at the time
of obtaining informed consent while conducting the study/data collection prior permission
of the corresponding government agencies in the respective states be obtained.

ARTICLE 3-FINANCE RELATED PROVISIONS

KIMS through Dr. Sonali Kar will

3.1 Manitain a seperate account for the subgrant received from KGMU.

3.2 Maintain adequate and accurate financial records and to make those records available for
audit/inspection by the KGMU, Ethics Committee, or their authorized representatives, in
accordance with regulatory provisions.

3.3 Ensure effective utilization of grant for the purpose for which it was granted and to ensure
timely progress of the project work.

3.4 Submit an six monthly audited statement of expenditure incurred under the project
(Annexure V).

3.5 Submit Utilization Certificate for the subgrant for each financial year so as to reach KGMU
latest by 31 March each year. The Utilization Certificate will include Receipts & Payments and
Income & Expenditure account as per budget heads. The Utilization Certificate format is given in

“Annexure V of this MoU. This has to be signed by the Authorised Auditor of the Institute
named.CA S.K Agrawalla and M.registration no.055996.
